The purpose of the Guidebook is to provide local governments with information that may be useful or needed to support amendments to their current comprehensive plans and land development codes to provide groundwater protection.  In areas within springsheds, current regulations may not offer an adequate level of protection or the level of protection desired by the local government. Based on declining water quality in Florida’s springs, current regulatory approaches and development standards have not done the job; thus, revised codes are needed to sustain the springs and protect the aquifer into the future as Florida continues to grow.
